Certified staff: This law requires all individuals teaching under a
professional teaching certificate to undergo and complete these
background checks on or before September 5, 2008 and every 5 years
after. This includes individuals currently holding a eight-year or
permanent certificate. If you currently hold a two year or 5 year
license you will complete both background checks when you renew
your license.

Non-licensed staff: Al non-licensed school employees must also
complete the BCl and FBI background checks by September 5, 2008.
The checks for non-licensed employees must be done every 5 years.

Costs: Currently the ESC can complete all BCl checks for the cost of
$22. Xenia Community Schools will complete the FBI check for $29 or
will complete both the BCl and FBI for $56. At either location
appointments need to be made. Xenia only accepts cash or money
order.
